All sophomores will take the ACT PLAN assessment, which is a great way to prepare for the 

ACT test.  It covers the same subjects and gives students an estimated ACT score.  The PLAN 

also lets students know if they are on track for college, points out strengths and areas of need to 

improve, helps find careers that match interests and connects students with colleges of interest.   

The test includes English, math, reading, and science.  Also included is a career interest inven-

tory that can help find the best career choices along with a guide that explains the scores, what 

they mean and how both students and teachers can use them.
